     Police today (November 29) appealed to the public for information on a
man who went missing in Western District.

     Lo Yiu-man, aged 64, went missing after he was last seen in a hospital
on Pok Fu Lam Road yesterday (November 28) afternoon. His family then made a
report to Police.
         
     He is about 1.64 metres tall, 72 kilograms in weight and of medium
build. He has a square face with yellow complexion and short black hair. He
was last seen wearing a green polo shirt, a dark brown jacket, dark brown
camouflage trousers and white sports shoes with gray stripes.
