QUARANTINE

Portugal and French Polynesia are being removed from the quarantine exemption
list. If returning from these locations after 4am yesterday (Saturday) you
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are required to self-isolate at home, or another specified address, for 14
days on arrival in Scotland.  Greece was also removed earlier last week.  The
arrangement is for the whole of these countries unlike the Welsh Government
which has adopted a regional approach.
