
CE expresses deep sadness over
multiple deaths and injuries at No. 3
alarm fire in Jordan

     The Chief Executive, Mr John Lee, today (April 10) was deeply saddened
that the No. 3 alarm fire at New Lucky House in Jordan caused multiple deaths
and injuries. He extended his deepest condolences to the injured and the
families of the deceased.
