A spokesman for the Registration and Electoral Office (REO) announced
today (December 19) that, due to excessive usage, the system originally set
up on the election website allowing electors to check the expected queuing
time at each ordinary polling station is out of service.

The spokesman for the REO said that staff at all polling stations will
place signage (i.e. less than 30 minutes, about 30 to 60 minutes or about 60
to 90 minutes) outside polling stations to remind electors on the expected
queuing time.

The polling hours for ordinary polling stations are from 8.30am to
10.30pm.
