THE DUNDEE CITY COUNCIL AS TRAFFIC AUTHORITY being satisfied that traffic on
the road should be prohibited by reason of road marking works being carried
out HEREBY PROHIBIT the entry to Brown Street at its junction with Hawkhill,
Dundee.

Riverside Approach –overnight (midnight to 6.00am) temporary traffic lights
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from Monday 9 to Thursday 12 August for bridge parapet works.

Abbotsford Place – closed for 5 days for carriageway resurfacing works.

Larch Street – closed from 16 August for 6 days for road resurfacing.

Brown Street (at Hawkhill) – closed on Monday 16 August for road marking
works.
