Residents will recall that Fraser repeatedly raised the really deteriorating
state of Riverside/Northshore House through graffiti and vandalism over many
years. It had been vacant since call centre firm Sitel left the city more
than a decade ago and sits on a very prominent site in the Technology Park
looking onto Riverside Avenue at the entrance to the city.

Following Fraser raising this with planning enforcement at the City Council,
the building’s Northern Irish owners started work transforming it into modern
office facilities last year.

We are very pleased at progress since with the restored Riverside/Northshore
House now complete and local company Westport Properties is now marketing
rental space at the site.
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The photos are ‘before’ and ‘after’ the transformation (taken in 2018 and
four years later respectively), which I am sure residents will agree is a
very positive outcome.
