Some radical protestors set barricades and obstructed
the junction of Cornwall Street and Tat Chee Avenue with bricks, wooden board
and iron railing etc.

Police is now conducting dispersal operation. Tear gas has been
deployed. Due to the current situation, drivers and members of the public are
advised to stay tuned to the latest traffic arrangement.
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
