em.html), the Beach Water Quality Forecast Index for Silver Mine Bay Beach in
Islands District is 4, which means the predicted water quality at this beach
is "Very Poor" due to potential transient water quality fluctuations caused
by heavy rain. The red flag has been hoisted, and beachgoers are advised not
to enter the water to safeguard their health.
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
