Special public transport services for
Ching Ming Festival

The Transport Department (TD) today (March 13) reminded the public to
consider advancing or deferring grave sweeping activities to avoid crowds
given that the outbreak of COVID-19 has continued. To facilitate the public
to visit cemeteries before and after the Ching Ming Festival, special public
transport services, including the provision of special bus services and
enhancement of bus and minibus services to the cemeteries, will be arranged
in various districts in the territory during the period from March to May.

The TD and public transport operators will closely monitor the
situation, strengthen the services depending on passenger demand and traffic
conditions so as to avoid crowding and long queuing times. The public
transport operators will also enhance cleansing of vehicle compartments and
station facilities and promotions on anti-epidemic measures to advise
passengers to maintain good hygiene and wear masks when using public
transport services.
