— Westbound Hennessy Road;

— Westbound Queensway;

— Westbound Queen’s Road Central;
— Bank Street; and

— Des Voeux Road Central.

Vehicles may not be permitted to leave car parks along the procession
routes during the road closure period.

Actual implementation of the traffic arrangements will be made depending
on traffic and crowd conditions in the area. Motorists are advised to
exercise tolerance and patience and take heed of instructions of the Police
on site.
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
