
Assess the risk of heat stroke to
employees

Attention duty announcers, radio and TV stations:

     Please broadcast the following special announcement immediately, and
repeat it at frequent intervals when the Very Hot Weather Warning is in
force:

     The Labour Department reminds employers that as the Very Hot Weather
Warning is in force, they should assess the risk of heat stroke to their
employees and adopt effective preventive measures such as providing cool
drinking water, setting up temporary sunshade and providing mechanical aids
to reduce physical exertion of employees. Employees should drink water
regularly and be mindful of their physical condition. If early heat stroke
symptoms such as headache and thirst appear, they should inform their
supervisors and seek medical help immediately.

Hong Kong Customs mounts operation to
combat illicit cigarettes (with
photos)

     Hong Kong Customs mounted a territory-wide operation codenamed "Hammer"
to strike storage and distribution activities of illicit cigarettes from July
27 to today (August 3). A total of about 1.1 million suspected illicit
cigarettes with an estimated market value of about $3 million and a duty
potential of about $2.1 million were seized.

     Customs officers detected four cases of suspected storage and
distribution of illicit cigarettes in Kam Tin, Wong Tai Sin, Sheung Shui and
Tai Po with seizures of about 100 000 suspected illicit cigarettes between
July 27 and yesterday (August 2). Three men and two women, aged between 58
and 88, were arrested.

     Customs officers today also seized about 1 million suspected illicit
cigarettes in an iron hut in Yuen Long. A 27-year-old man was arrested.

     Under the Dutiable Commodities Ordinance, anyone involved in dealing
with, possession of, selling or buying illicit cigarettes commits an
offence. The maximum penalty upon conviction is a fine of $1 million and
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imprisonment for two years.
